Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance- 7 P.M., Ben Bruckhart, Chairperson

Public Comment/Guest Recognition
Gary Stevens, resident, requested information for three items:

e The date of completion for the Penryn Road/Doe Run Road intersection project. M. Hiester replied that
weather-permitting S. Penryn Road is expected to be open by June 21, 2016 and the total project will be
complete in October.

e The reason for the Sweetbriar Park restroom to be closed during a baseball game. D. Lefever replied
that it was closed for one day while the door to the restroom was replaced.

e The stormwater basin on the property at 80 Fairland Road is filled and not draining. M. Hiester
commented that he will check with the township engineer to make sure the basin is constructed
correctly.

Sadie and David Crills, owners of Lintia’s Restaurant, 196 Doe Run Road, addressed the Board relative to their
concerns about the intersection project on Doe Run and Penryn Roads. They are concerned that their business is
being affected by the S. Penryn Road closure and the inability of their customers to enter their parking lot. They
also requested consideration of reimbursement for lost revenue and for the purchase of bottled water that was
needed during a time when a boil-water advisory was in effect. Tracy Jones, a customer of Lintia’s, spoke on
behalf of the owners to share her concern for the loss of business that has been felt at the restaurant. The Board
responded that they will have further discussion on the matter with the project engineer and township staff.

Approval of Minutes— May 23, 2016
A motion was made by D. Shellenberger, with a second by R. Landis, to approve the Minutes of the May 23,
2016 Board of Supervisors’ Meeting. The motion passed unanimously.



Treasurer’s Reports

The Treasurer’s Report was presented. The full report can be obtained at the Township Office. A motion was
made by R. Landis, with a second by R. Krause, to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented. The motion
passed unanimously.

Approval to Pay Invoices
A motion was made by R. Krause, with a second by D. Shellenberger, to approve the payment of invoices
submitted to the Board. The motion passed unanimously.

The Board reviewed the monthly submitted reports from the following:

Public Works Department
D. Lefever highlighted the following items from his monthly report:
e The bathroom doors at the Sweetbriar Park were replaced.
e The DEP audit for the MS-4 Program was completed June 9, 2016.

Discussion took place relative to the need for flooring replacement in the Public Works Building due to the
flood damage that occurred because of a broken water pipe. An insurance claim has been filed. On motion by J.
Groff, with a second by R. Krause, it was unanimous to approve the purchase of carpeting from Stiegel Valley
Flooring in the amount of $5,310.00.

Manager’s Report
M. Hiester presented his monthly report and commented on the following items:
e David Newcomer has been hired as a new employee in the Public Works Department
e A life insurance policy for a former Penn Township police officer has been surrendered to receive a
reimbursement to the township of $3,420.45.
e Sweetbriar Creek Homeowners Association requested the township take over maintenance of the
HOA'’s stormwater basins. Staff replied that the request would probably not be approved by the
township.

Discussion took place concerning the collection of non-resident Earned Income Tax. On motion by D.
Shellenberger, with a second by R. Landis, it was unanimous to authorize the township solicitor to draft an
ordinance to allow the collection of non-residential Earned Income Tax beginning in 2017.

The Board discussed the following Communications.
= Duck Crossing Signs request for Stiegel Valley Road — No action taken.

= Letter to Senator Aument supporting a pension reform bill.

Subdivision, Land Development, and Stormwater Management:
The waiver requests for the Land Development Plan for AutoZone Retail Auto Parts Store No. 6742, replacing

the existing vacant building with a new retail store on a 0.916 acre lot located at 90 Doe Run Road, zoned T-
5MU were discussed.

e On motion by R. Landis, with a second by R. Krause, it was unanimous, conditioned upon township
staff’s letter dated May 19, 2016, to grant the waiver of Sec. 22-602.18.1, New nonresidential access
drives shall be aligned with those across the cartway or, if not possible, offset a minimum of 150 feet
from those on the opposite side of the roadway.

e On motion by D. Shellenberger, with a second by R. Landis, it was unanimous, conditioned upon
township staff’s letter dated May 19, 2016, to grant the waiver of Section 22-602.18.J, Minimum
spacing between two nonresidential driveways is 125 feet.



e On motion by J. Groff, with a second by R. Landis, it was unanimous, conditioned upon township
staff’s letter dated May 19, 2016, to grant the waiver of Section 22-1014.3, Provide one 8-foot wide
standard tree island with curb per eight parking spaces in a single row, and at least one tree per interior
island; a waiver would be required based on current design.

e On motion by J. Groff, with a second by R. Krause, it was unanimous, conditioned upon township
staff’s letter dated May 19, 2016, to grant the waiver of Section22-1014.3, an eight foot wide planting
strip (including a two foot overhang area for parked vehicles) shall also be provided in these larger
parking areas.

Old Business:

Discussion took place relative to the EIm Ridge Construction quote for the township building maintenance
and improvements. It was determined by the Board that they would desire to see additional quotes to
address the issues of the water heater, HVAC units and replacing exterior doors.

On motion by R. Landis, with a second by D. Shellenberger, it was unanimous to authorize revisions to the
Declaration of Restrictions to require one TDR be reserved for future subdivision of a lot when all other
TDRs are being sold.

New Business:

On motion by J. Groff, with a second by R. Krause, it was unanimous to authorize the Penryn Special Fire
Police to provide roadway traffic control in Penn Township for the 6pm to 8pm, Tuesday, August 2, 2016
NLCRPD National Night Out event at 97 North Penryn Road.

The Board acknowledged that Elizabethtown Borough approved our request for their Fire Police to assist the
Penryn Fire Police in traffic control for the 8am, Saturday July 9, 2016 Fresh Burst 5 Mile Run/Walk.

On motion by R. Krause, with a second by J. Groff, it was unanimous to authorize the change order in the
amount of $3,154 for the Doe Run & Penryn Roads Project to relocate the Two Cousins’ electric front signs,
171 Doe Run Road, and waive the building permit and inspections fees conditional upon the change order
being reimbursed by ELA Group.

On motion by R. Krause, with a second by D. Shellenberger, it was unanimous to approve the MRM
property and liability trust insurance renewal.

On motion by J. Groff, with a second by D. Shellenberger, it was unanimous to approve the MRM public
officials liability insurance renewal.

On motion by R. Krause, with a second by J. Groff it was unanimous to accept the resignation of Brian
Miller from the Zoning Hearing Board effective July 31, 2016.

On motion by R. Landis, with a second by R. Krause, it was unanimous to accept the resignation of
Stephanie Whitehouse from the Agricultural Security Area Advisory Committee, effective May 18, 2016.

Discussion took place relative to the appointing of Spencer SEO Services, LLC to perform Assistant Zoning
and Assistant Code Enforcement Officer duties. The matter was tabled until further information can be
provided identifying why the proposal is needed.

On motion by R. Krause, with a second by R. Landis, it was unanimous to adjourn the Meeting at 8:35 p.m.
